A clip of the 2015 film Faaji Agba will be screened, followed by a Q&A with the film’s director and 
the curator of the forthcoming African Odysseys present: Beyond Nollywood programme, part of the 
BFI Southbank’s BLACK STAR film season championing the achievements of black stars from the 
earliest years of cinema to the present day. Faaji Agba interweaves the history of the music scene of 
Lagos from the 1940s to the present day and will be showcased at the Beyond Nollywood 
programme of international Nigerian Cinema (18-20 November 2016).
